The Cognia
accreditation process surpasses state standards in
that a group of (Arch)diocesan level administrators
from around the nation spend three days evaluating
the Archdiocese of Washington Catholic schools
and our school improvement efforts. As part of the
accreditation process, the Archdiocese will report
to Cognia on our progress in addressing our
Improvement Priorities as stated in the Five Year
Strategic Plan. The review includes review of results
from site visits conducted at selected schools last
fall, review of Catholic Effectiveness Survey data
conducted at all schools, presentations and panel
discussions with stakeholders. I will continue to
keep you apprised of the accreditation process.

Schools Week with you, January 26 - February
1, 2020. Please remember to share your
activities with us, click HERE to submit a list of
events that will be held at your school.
