1. The CSO has a limited number of accounts for Alice Training. Therefore, each school
leader has an account for training.

The school leader must complete basic certification and subsequent
recertification. A certificate on the site is available to you upon completion.
Share courses with faculty and staff. School leaders can enter into the Alice
Training site and share the course by allowing viewing on a computer or by
projecting the course. New certificates are not issued when courses are
viewed again.

Consider the basic certification course at the beginning of the school year or
for new faculty and staff.
